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A message from the Mayor

Dear citizens:

Our Recreation Department organized many activities over the
past few weeks. | would like to congratulate our personnel, as
well as the volunteers who contributed to making an impres-
sive number of activities available to our youth during March
Break. Close to 900 youth participated in approximately fifteen
social, sports and recreation activities between March 5 and 9,
2018. Along with the activities at the Parc régional Petite-
Cascapédia and the regular activities in our community, we can
easily say that our population had access to a complete and
varied program with something for everyone. As a dynamic
central town, we have always clearly stated that our objective
is to make our Town a lively and animated community, and this
was our goal once again.

This week leads me to another one: Volunteer Week that will
take place from April 15 to 21, 2018. This year's theme is
«Celebrate the value of volunteering » and this event will be
the ideal occasion to acknowledge everyone’s contribution to
make many small and major events in our Town such a success.
Once again this year, the Town of New Richmond will
acknowledge your contribution to our community by holding a
very special event in June. There will be several new elements
in 2018. Last year, more than 125 persons participated in this
well-deserved recognition galal!

Spring is approaching and we are hard at work to prepare our
Town for the summer season. Several projects are in the final
preparation stages. Subsequently, a call for tenders was
launched for repairs to 465 metres of pipes, along with a waste
water pumping station in the Black Cape sector. Work should
begin in July. Another call for tenders will also be launched in
the next few days for the extension of the avenue des Erables.
in other words, it will be a busy summer for the road depart-
ment.

We are also working on a repair project for a section of chemin
Cyr, that was seriously affected by temperature fluctuations
over the winter season. Even though this project was originally
planned for 2019 in our Three-year Capital Expenditures Pro-
gram, we are attempting to obtain financial aid in order to begin
in 2018. Nothing is definite, but we are working hard to make it
a reality. There is also work planned for a part of Saint-Edgar
Road. However, we have not yet received a response from the
ministry officially confirming their financial participation. We
hope to have more details soon.

With all of the projects mentioned above and as we previously
stated, we are looking forward to presenting our Strategic Plan
of Action 2018-2021 to our population. This plan, that is cur-
rently in the preparation stages and that includes a consultation
process, will be presented on May 28™ at the Salle de spectacles
régionale Desjardins. Evidently, the official public invitation will
be made in due course, but you can already note the date on
your calendar. We are working to conceive a plan that will re-
spect our paying capacity and that will include our community’s
general requirements.

Finally, the renovation work to the Adrien-Gauvreau Community
Center is in the final stages. It will be open to the public very
soon. Visit our website to learn more.

20:00 in the Council Chambers of the Town Hall: By-law
1050-18 relative to the remuneration of elected munici-
pal officers and authorizing the payment of a transition
allowance to the Mayor and repealing By-laws 965-14
and 1019-16, by which:

The remuneration of the Mayor is currently set at forty-one
thousand six hundred seventy-five dollars (41 675 $), annu-
ally. It remains unchanged. Beginning on January 1, 2019, it
will be indexed annually in function of the CPI (Consumer
Price Index).

The remuneration of the Councillors is currently set at five
thousand one hundred and eighty-two dollars (5 182 $) an-
nually and it will be increased to six thousand six hundred
and sixty-six dollars and fifty cents (6 666,50 $), and this as
soon as the said by-law comes into force. Beginning on
January 1, 2019, it will be indexed annually in function of
the CPI.

In addition to the remuneration previously set out, each
elected officer is entitled to an expense allowance equal to
one half of the amount of the said remuneration, regardiess
of the excess amount provided by Section 20 of the Act
respecting the remuneration of elected municipal officers,
and up to the maximum provided by Section 22 of this act.

By-law 1050-18 will take effect as soon as it comes into
force.

By-law 1050-18 determines and authorizes the payment of
additional remuneration for the Deputy Mayor and in the
case of replacement of the Mayor.

The present by-law has been deposited at the Municipal
Office where all interested persons may examine it during
regular office hours.

By-law 1050-18 will come into effect in accordance with the
Law.
